Preface

2025 marks the 60th anniversary of the death of Professor Yevgeni
Aleksandrovich Pakhomov (1880-1965). He was the author of numerous works on
the history, archaeology, numismatics, source studies and genealogy of the South
Caucasus. He was also the founder of numismatics in Azerbaijan and a
corresponding member of the Azerbaijan Academy of Sciences and Doctor of
Historical Sciences.

After moving to Baku in 1919, he engaged in scientific and pedagogical
activities at the Azerbaijan History Museum (now the National Museum of History
of Azerbaijan) and the Azerbaijan State University (now Baku State University)
until the end of his life. Y. A. Pakhomov possessed deep historical knowledge and
language skills.

In 1922, he was appointed Head of the History and Ethnography Department
at the museum and later Head of the Numismatic Fund.

An active museum worker, Pakhomov participated in the organisation and
promotion of exhibitions at the Azerbaijan History Museum from the 1920s
onwards and distinguished himself through his tireless work in creating the
Numismatic Fund and increasing coinage. During his time at the museum, he was
seconded to museums in Moscow and Leningrad (now Saint Petersburg) to collect
information on the subject of 'Azerbaijani Studies Materials'.

Alongside his teaching activities, he participated in numerous archaeological
expeditions in Ganja, Mingachevir, the Mil plain and Beylagan. In his nearly 100
scientific works, he was the first to study Caucasian numismatics and the Pahlavi
and Arabic script epigraphy of the region, as well as medieval architectural and
archaeological monuments. Thanks to Y. Pakhomov’s research, materials,
paleography, source studies, economic history, historical geography and
topographical information preserved in a number of museums and private
collections were published.

These works, characterised by their rich scientific findings, laid the
groundwork for subsequent research.

The manuscripts of Y. A. Pakhomov's works, photographs of the scientist,
personal documents, and other materials are still of interest to researchers in the
modern era. These items are stored in the collections of the National Museum of
History of Azerbaijan and the State Hermitage in St. Petersburg.

The Numismatic Fund of the National Museum of History of Azerbaijan,
which was inherited from the scientist, is currently one of the centres where a large
number of coins are preserved, studied and promoted.

This collection contains summaries of reports presented at a seminar held at
the National Museum of History of Azerbaijan on 2 May 2025 to mark the 60th
anniversary of the death of Yevgeni Aleksandrovich Pakhomov, Doctor of
Historical Sciences and Professor. The seminar was held in Azerbaijani and
English.

About Yevgeni Pakhomov’s work “A Short Course of the History of Azerbaijan”

During the existence of the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic, special attention was paid to
the study of Azerbaijan's national history, archaeology and numismatics. Unfortunately, this
period did not last long. The first decade of the Soviet regime in Azerbaijan was a transitional
period characterised by the direct intervention of the X1 Army in Baku on 27 April 1920. This
intervention also manifested itself in the country's education, science, and culture. What
distinguished the 1920s from other periods of Soviet rule was that the scientific work of
scientists who had worked during the Republic period formed the basis for their subsequent
serious scientific endeavours. In 1923, Yevgeni Pakhomov's work A Short Course of the History
of Azerbaijan was published. As the author himself admitted in his preface, the purpose of
writing this work, which includes an excursion into the history of the Shirvanshahs of the
117(th)-147(th) centuries, was to provide students at the Baku Institute of Public Education with
an abridged version of the lectures intended for the 1922/23 academic year. This 48-page text
contains no references. Pakhomov abridges most of the factual material, retaining only the
theses, and cites the low cost of printing as the reason. In the section 'Sources on the History of
Caucasian Azerbaijan' of his work, Pakhomov provides information about the Arab period,
demonstrating that the works of Muslim historical geographers should be considered the primary
source for this period. According to Pakhomov, the location of the powerful and warlike Khazar
kingdom in the north of Eastern Transcaucasia (South Caucasus-N.A.), which included the
Derbent Pass, was of such great importance to the Arabs that no historian or geographer of that
period would fail to mention Shirvan, Derbent, or related events.

With regret, Pakhomov writes that, although many Eastern sources were published by him
and have been published repeatedly in Western Europe, Russian literature is deficient in this
respect. He cites the translations made by N. Karaulov for the book Information of Arab Authors
about the Caucasus, Armenia and Azerbaijan as an exception. He also mentions works by
numerous Armenian authors from this period. Complaining about the scarcity of epigraphic
monuments, the author suggests filling this gap with numismatic materials. Returning to the
sources of the Seljuk period, the researcher notes that the number of Georgian chronicles and
sources increased during this period. According to Pakhomov, Shirvan was politically closer to
the Georgians during the Seljuk period. In terms of cultural and historical relations, Pakhomov
writes that the Seljuks and Atabeys should be considered as one entity. He adds that many
material monuments, such as fortresses, mosques, castles, and important historical inscriptions
and coins, provide clear information about the region's ruling dynasties. Over the past 100 years,
new sources of Azerbaijani history have been obtained, large-scale excavations have been
conducted, epigraphic monuments and numismatic materials have been discovered and research
has been carried out. This indicates that some of Yevgeni Pakhomov's statements about ancient
and medieval Azerbaijan have become outdated. Similarly, the historical essay on the
Shirvanshahs-Kasranis in the 'Appendices' section, based on numismatic, ethnographic and other
sources, can also be considered outdated due to the unavailability of sources in the 1920s. The
author himself admits that, when working on any topic, the lack of access to sources — or
sometimes even the complete absence of sources — inevitably forced him to focus more on the
region's political history. He saved issues of economic development for future periods.

Azarbaycan sikkasiinashq elminin tarixinda Y.A.Paxomovun yeri va rolu

Olkomizin elm tarixindo 6zlinomoxsus yeri, ohomiyyati olan sikkosiiniislig, yaxud
numizmatika elminin yaranmasi obyektiv sobablordon Sovetlor imperiyasi ilo baglidir. XX asrin
ovvallorinde Rusiya Imperiyasmm “soalofi” olan bolsevik Rusiyasmin imperialist siyasotinin
kokinds duran problemlordon biri vo balks do birincisi zor giiciine isgal etdiyi orazilorin yerli
xalglarina aid olan maddi modoniyyat qaliglarini iizo ¢ixarmaq, toplamagq, doyarlondirmok va an
dayarlilorini, muzey ohomiyyatli olanlarin1 morkazi ssharlorinds mévcud olan fondlara
dagimaqdan ibarat oldugu molumdur. Bu islorin real olarag hoyata kecirilmosi Uglin sovet
qurulusunun ilk giinlorindon etibaron morkozi hakimiyyst holo imperiya zamaninda osason
Avropanin taninmis tohsil ocaqlarinda yiiksak tohsil almis miitaxassislori yerlora “uzun miiddatli
ezamiyyata” gondormokls basladilar. Bazi mitaxassislorin bu mazuniyyati bir 6mir boyu davam
etdi. Belo miitoxassislordan biri do Conubi Qafqazin “payina “diison, gonclik illorindon Ermitajin
arxeologiya va numizmatika fondunda miiayyan tacriibasi olan Yevgeni Aleksandrovi¢c Paxomov
idi. Yaradiciliq illarinds ¢ap etdirdiyi goxsaylo moagalalar, asarlor sirasinda giiniimiizodok bizlor
Ucgun xususi doyori olan 9 cildlik Qafqazmn, Giirciistanin, Azarbaycanin vo digor vilaystlorin
sikko materiallar1 adli asorin boyik shomiyysati vardir. Belo ki, miallif bu asorin ilk cildinda
xususi olaraq Qafgazda goalocokds sorhoadlorin doayisocayi barads olan fikrinds hor seyi nazors
alaraq, toponimlari oldugu kimi saxlamagin shaomiyyatini xtsusi olaraq vurgulamisdi. Hogigaton
XX osrda, Xususilo Azarbaycanda bas veran hadisalor zomininds bu toponimlarin doyisdirmok
cohdini biz canli olaraq sahidi olduq. Yenidan barpa islorinda, xisusilo 44 giinlik II Qarabag
muharibasinin sanli Zafarindon sonra tikilon, barpa edilon orazilorimizds bu faktlar bizlor Ggln
cox shomiyyatlidir. Bu cildalords yalniz o zamanki1 Dagliq Qarabag orazisindoaki sikks tapintilari
barodo molumatlardan basqa, hom do ruslar torsfindon Conubi Qafgazda Girciustan vo  sini
sokildo yaradilan Ermonistandaki tiirkmonsali toponimlorin qorunmasini izlomok mimkundr.
Bu coxcildlikdoki sikkalorin numizmatik tosviri ilo tanis oldugda osordoki faktiki materiallarin
boylk oksariyystinin mohz bizim xalqimizin tarixino, daha daqiq ifads etsok igtisadiyyat vo
siyasi tarixino birbasa aid oldugunun sahidi olurug. Toxmini statistik tohlilimiza gbéro bu
respublikalarda rosmi qeydiyyata alinan sikkalor vo sikko dafinalorinin torkibinds mohz
Azaorbaycanin orta vo yeni tarixino aid olan sikkolor Ustlinlik tosikil edorok, Umumi say
hesabinin toxminan 70-80 faizini toskil edir.

The Place and Role of Y.A.Pakhomov in the History of Azerbaijani Numismatic
Science

The emergence of numismatic science, or numismatics, which occupies a unique place of

importance in the scientific history of our country, is associated with the Soviet Empire for
objective reasons. One of the underlying problems of Bolshevik Russia's imperialist policy at the
beginning of the 20th century, and perhaps the first, was to uncover, collect and evaluate the
remains of the material culture of the indigenous peoples of the territories it had forcibly
occupied, transporting the most valuable items to museums in its major cities. To implement
these projects, from the beginning of the Soviet system, the central authorities sent specialists
who had received a high level of education at renowned European institutions during the empire
on 'long-term missions' to various locations. Some of these specialists remained in their posts for
life. One such specialist was Yevgeni Aleksandrovich Pakhomov, who ‘fell into' the South
Caucasus and gained experience in the Hermitage's archaeology and numismatics department
during his youth. Among the numerous articles and works he published during his career, the
nine-volume work Coin Materials of the Caucasus, Georgia, Azerbaijan and Other Regions is of
special value to us to this day. In the first volume of this work, the author emphasises the
importance of keeping toponyms as they are, taking everything into account, especially in his
opinion that the borders in the Caucasus would change in the future. Indeed, in the 20th century,
particularly in Azerbaijan, we witnessed attempts to change these toponyms based on current
events. These facts are very important to us in our restoration work, particularly in areas that
were built or restored after the Second Karabakh War, also known as the 44-Day War. In
addition to information about coin finds in the former Nagorno-Karabakh region, these volumes
also allow us to trace the preservation of Turkmen toponyms in Georgia and Armenia that were
artificially created by the Russians in the South Caucasus. As we familiarise ourselves with the
numismatic descriptions of the coins in these volumes, we see that the majority of the material
directly relates to the economic and political history of our people. According to our statistical
analysis, coins belonging to the middle and modern history of Azerbaijan predominate among
the officially registered coins and coin hoards in these republics, constituting approximately 70—
80 per cent of the total number. It should also be noted that the tenth volume of the series is in
manuscript form in Russia and has been awaiting publication for many years.
Y.A.Pakhomov played another important historical role in the creation, formation and promotion
of numismatic science in Azerbaijan and the South Caucasus in general: under his leadership, the
Department of Archaeology and Numismatics was established at Azerbaijan University in 1923,
and he headed the department for many years. At that time, no department with this name existed
in any republic of the former USSR. Today, 70 per cent of the Hermitage Museum's exhibits, the
fourth largest in the world, consist of numismatic materials. Among the coin materials stored in
this collection, which are used periodically, there are coins and treasures related to the history of
Azerbaijani statehood. Several of these were published by Russian scholars in the 19th century.
In 2019, after a long break, the Hermitage's numismatic exhibition opened for the second time in
its history. In the Caucasus section, Azerbaijani coins are on display under the name of Shirvan.
Paradoxically, some of the coins described by Paxomov are displayed in the Georgian and
Armenian sections. Of course, we recognise the important role played by Y.A. Paxomov in the
development of numismatics in our country, and we value his work.

Materials relating to Professor Yevgeni Pakhomov preserved in the funds of the
National Museum of History of Azerbaijan

Yevgeni Aleksandrovich Pakhomov (1880-1965), an active museum worker,
corresponding member of ANAS, Doctor of Historical Sciences and Professor, participated in
enriching the Numismatics Fund, organising the exposition and promoting the material at the
Museum of History of Azerbaijan (now the National Museum of History of Azerbaijan) from the
beginning of the 20th century until the end of his life. In 1922, he was appointed Head of the
History and Ethnography Department at the museum and subsequently Head of the Numismatics
Fund.

Currently, numerous materials belonging to the scientist are stored in the museum's
collections. These materials, which are preserved in the Numismatics, Auxiliary Historical
Subject Materials and Documentary Materials collections, provide insight into the scientist's life.

Having spent 65 years increasing his coin collection, the scientist had his personal
collection distributed among four museums (in Baku, Thilisi, Moscow and Leningrad) after his
death. Some of the coins from his personal collection are kept in a separate cabinet in the
Numismatic Fund and are recorded in a special inventory book.

The first inventory book, No. 1, is more than a century old and is one of the Numismatic
Fund's ancient exhibits. On the last page of this book, dated 1926, is the signature of the
archaeologist and museum director, Davud Sharifov (1885-1952). This book records
information about 6,081 coins and was written in black ink.

Thanks to the scientist's numismatic determination and hard work, as well as the
numismatic materials he transferred to the museum, the total number of coins in the fund
exceeded 25,000 by 1955 (inventory book No. 8 in the Numismatic Fund). Following Professor
Y. PakhomoV's death, while the fund's head Dr Ali Mahammad oglu Rajabli (1927-2022) was in
office, the total number of coins exceeded 100,000. The scientist was awarded several honorary
orders during his lifetime. The museum’s Auxiliary Historical Subject Materials Fund currently
preserves the orders awarded to celebrate the scientist's 70th, 50th, 75th, 80th and 55th
anniversaries of scientific activity. The museum's "Documentary Materials” Fund contains 30
items relating to the scientist's life and work (photo 1). These include documents,
correspondence, photo vignettes, notices, business cards and photographs related to his time as a
student in St. Petersburg and Thilisi.

Dr Y. Pakhomov, Professor of Economics, handed over materials obtained during various
business trips or archaeological expeditions to the museum. Two such items (a metal vessel and
a lamp) are kept in the Auxiliary Materials Fund.

There are also materials related to the scientist in other museum funds. Some of these
materials were handed over to the museum during the scientist's lifetime and some after his
death. Currently, employees of the Numismatics Fund continue the scientist's work in line with
modern requirements. Domestic and foreign experts are currently applying to the fund for
information about the scientist's life, work and research interests. One organisation operating in
this field in our republic is Numaz LLC. Thanks to the efforts of chief specialist Rovshan
Ahmadov and other Numaz LLC specialists (Shahin Mirniyaz oglu Aliyev, Latifa Vagif gizi
Tahirova, etc.), numismatics is being promoted to local and international researchers and tourists
alike.

Materials related to Professor Yevgeni Pakhomov, stored in the Fund of Auxiliary
Historical Subject Materials

Yevgeni Aleksandrovich Pakhomov (1880-1965), a corresponding member of ANAS with
a PhD and a professor, achieved the transfer of materials related not only to numismatics, but
also to other subjects auxiliary to history, such as phaleristics, philately and sphragistics, to the
museum during his activity.

Professor Pakhomov was the Numismatics Fund's first creator and head. Following his
death, management of the fund was entrusted to Honoured Worker of Culture, Doctor of
Economic Sciences and Professor, Ali Mahammad oglu Rajabli (1927-2022). Thanks to Ali
Rajabli's numismatic expertise and efforts, he proved himself a worthy successor to Professor Y.
Pakhomov, increasing the number of materials and publishing new scientific works.

In 1998, the decision was made to establish the Fund of Auxiliary Historical Subject
Materials at the museum. Consequently, over 30,000 non-coin materials from the Numismatic
Fund were transferred to the aforementioned fund. In recent years, the author of this article has
developed scientific works with reference to the materials of this fund.

The 1929 inventory book in the fund (77 pages) contains information about 1,196
securities written by Professor Y.Pakhomov. Created during the Azerbaijan People's
Commissariat of Education, this inventory book contains all the materials reflecting Azerbaijani
bonistics of the 20th century that the scientist recorded. These include coins from the Baku City
Municipality (Uprava), the Baku City Economic Council, the Transcaucasian Commissariat and
the Azerbaijan Democratic Republic, as well as banknotes, bonds, credit tickets, receipts and
insurance documents.

Additionally, the 'Bonistics' collection contains materials from Georgia, Armenia, Ukraine,
Turkestan, Uzbekistan, Armavir, Siberia and other European and Eastern countries.

A number of the scientist's personal belongings (metal plagues, seals, badges and medals)
are preserved in the fund.

The awards given to Professor Y. Pakhomov, including the Badge of Honour (No. 78098)
and the Medal for Glorious Labour in the Great Patriotic War (No. 182), as well as his personal
seal (No. 282), are preserved in the collection. Other interesting materials in the fund include the
medal from the XXV International Congress of Orientalists, which the scientist participated in in
1960 (N 283), and the badge bearing the words 'E. A. Pakhomov; USSR’

To celebrate the 75th anniversary of Professor Yevgeni Pakhomov, a rectangular plague
(No. 2319, photo 1) made of dark metal was minted with a bas-relief of Yevgeni Pakhomov
facing right, the number '75', an olive branch and the words '75 years of numismatic activity of
Professor Yevgeni Pakhomov' in Russian. On the reverse is inscribed 'By A. Vasilyev and R.
Shein; Baku'.

These materials help to provide information about the life and work of the eminent
numismatist and also explain the history of museum work in Azerbaijan in the first half of the
20th century.

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The works of Yevgeni Pakhomov are a valuable source for studying the history of the
south-eastern region of Azerbaijan

Like many other regions of Azerbaijan, the southeast is rich in examples of material
culture, including numismatic artefacts. Studying these materials is exceptionally important for
scientifically explaining many issues in the history of Azerbaijan and enriching our history with
new facts.

The roots of the southeastern region's foreign relations, which has rich natural resources
and favourable geographical and climatic conditions, go back to ancient times. The study of the
region's relations with the outside world at that time is naturally connected with the comparative
analysis of numismatic materials discovered in single and hoarded forms alongside world
cultural monuments. Traces of these relations can be found in the numismatic materials that have
survived to this day. The numismatic monuments of this region have been studied by Y.A.
Pakhomov, V.M. Sysoyev, A.M. Rajabli, M.A. Seyfaddini, G.A. Pirguliyeva, A.A. Guliyev,
A.M. Mammadova and M.V. Jafarov, among others.

Following the arrival of the Thilisi-based numismatist Y.A. Pakhomov in Azerbaijan in
1919, a new chapter in the study of the country's numismatics began. In his nine-volume work,
Coin Treasures of Azerbaijan and Other Republics, Regions and Districts of the Caucasus, he
categorised coin hoards and random finds discovered during archaeological excavations and
economic work in Azerbaijan.

Y.A.Pakhomov registered and published 22 hoards and 13 odd-numbered coins discovered
randomly or as hoards in the southeastern region of the Republic of Azerbaijan between 1920
and 1966 in the order of discovery. Another of the scientist's works, Coins of Azerbaijan,
published in 1959, emphasises that the first Sasanian hoard, dating back to the 5th century, was
discovered.

In the catalogue, the coin marked 1,14 is attributed to the Gilan province of Azerbaijan (in
the south-east of the country), where it was found in a 1938 burial in the village of Shahagach in
the Astara district. The coins bearing the inscriptions | Xosrov (531-579) and 11 Xosrov (590-
628) are attributed to the Nax¢ivan mint.

The study of coins from the South-East region, dating from the 1st century BC to the 18th
century AD, is important for understanding the numismatics of the region. The discovered coins
and coin hoards prove that the region was one of the political, economic and cultural centres of
Azerbaijan.

Y. A. Paxomov's works are the first to present numismatic findings from the south-eastern
region of Azerbaijan on a scientific level.

The numismatic finds in Y. A. Paxomov's works, which were discovered in the south-
eastern region of Azerbaijan, prove that the region was a political, economic and cultural centre
during the period in question. The numerous numismatic finds in the region prove that it was not
located on the fringes of the transit routes and that it had trade links with many foreign countries.

Onun tadgiqatlari
Azorbaycanin orta osrlora aid yazili abidolorinin elmi baximdan &yronilmasi igindo osas
yaratmigdir. Alimin “Darbondin pahlovi yazilarr” (1929), Bards tlrbasinin kitabasi vo Baki Qiz
Qalasinin epiqrafik yazisi ilo bagh tadqiqatlar1 Azarbaycan epiqrafikasmin togokkil tarixinds ilk
morhaloni toskil edir. Alimin bu islori epiqgrafik monbalorin  numizmatik vo arxeoloji
materiallarla inteqrasiyasma osaslanan kompleks todqigat modelinin yaranmasma xidmaot
etmisdir.

Azorbaycanin epiqrafik abidslori xalqin tarixi yaddasmin, dini vo moadani kimliyinin
mithiim dasiyicisidir. Yazili daslar, moascid vo tirbs kitabalori, hamginin sikkalar zarindaki
yazilar 6lkanin ictimai-siyasi vo madani hoyatina isiq salir. XX asrin avvallorinds bu abidslarin
elmi éyranilmasina baslanilmis vo hamin dovrds Y.A.Paxomovun foaaliyysti bu sahads doniis
nogtasi olmusdur. O, epiqrafikant yalniz komokgi tarixi fonn kimi deyil, tarixi monbalorin osas
istigamoatlorindan biri kimi giymotlondirirdi. Azorbaycan tarixina yeni tohfo veron bu gorkomli
alimin foaliyyst dairasi yalniz numizmatika ilo mohdudlasmirdi. O, Azarbaycanin an mihim
epigrafik abidalorindan biri olan, Bakinin simvolu sayilan Qi1z Qalasmin kitabasini tadqiq etmis
Vo bu sahods ilk elmi mulahizalorini taqdim etmisdi. Onun “Qiz galast vo onun ofsanasi” adli
moqalosinds Qiz Qalasinin divarindaki arabdilli Kitabs tadgigata calb edilmis vo naticads hicri
532-ci (miladi 1138-1139) ilo aid oldugu miiayyanlosdirilmisdi.

Y.Paxomovun 1929-cu ilds dorc edilon “/lepOenackre HaAMKUCH Ha TEXJIEBUHCKOM S3bIKE”
(“Doarbondin  pohlovi yazilar1”) adli mogalesinds Doarbond qalasindaki pahlovi yazilari
aragdirilmis vo Sasanilor dovrina (I11-V1I asrlor) aid oldugunu miiayyanlosdirilmisdi.

Alimin 1936-c1 ildo ”Azarbaycan Filialinin asarlori” toplusunda noasr etdirdiyi (XXV, ¢.81-
97) «Bordado qllalor, mogbaralor vo onlarin yazilar1”, “Azorbaycan orta asr kitabalori vo
abidalori”” adli maqalolorinds bir sira kitabalorin matnini agiqlamis, formasini izah etmisdir.

Epigrafik vo numizmatik monbalorin bir-biri ilo mugayisali sokildo arasdirilmasi
Y.Paxomovun elmi foaliyyatinin asas xisusiyysti idi. O, sikkalor 0zorindoki yazilarin vo
memarliq kitabalorinin oxsar titul va ifadslorini migayise edorok, dovlst ideologiyasmnin dil
xususiyyatlorini izloyirdi. Bu metod sonraki illorde Azorbaycan tarixsiinashiginda epiqrafik-
numizmatik tadgiqatlarm kompleks istigamatinin asasini toskil etdi.

Yevgeni Aleksandrovig Paxomov Azarbaycan epiqrafikasinin banilorindon biridir. Onun
tadqiqatlar1 6lkads epiqrafikanin elmi soviyyado Oyronilmasinin tomolini qoymusdur. Alimin
todqiqatlar1 gostorir ki, epigrafik abidslorin tarixi, memarliq vo numizmatik molumatlarla
qgarsiligl sokilda tohlili Azarbaycanin orta osrlor tarixi hagqqinda bilgilori daha dorindon vo dogiq
muoyyanlosdirmays imkan verir.
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The role of outstanding scientist Y.A. Pakhomov in the study of epigraphic
monuments of Azerbaijan

Yevgeni Aleksandrovich Pakhomov (1880-1965) was an eminent scientist who made
exceptional contributions to Azerbaijani history, numismatics, and epigraphy. His research laid
the foundation for the scientific study of Azerbaijan's medieval written monuments. His research
on the 'Pahlavi inscriptions of Derbent' (1929), the Barda tomb inscription and the Maiden
Tower epigraphic inscription constitute the first stage in the formation of Azerbaijani epigraphy.
These works served to create a complex research model based on integrating epigraphic sources
with numismatic and archaeological materials.

Epigraphic monuments in Azerbaijan play an important role in preserving the country's
historical memory, religious beliefs and cultural identity. Inscribed stones, mosque and tomb
inscriptions, as well as inscriptions on coins, provide insight into the socio-political and cultural
life of the country. The scientific study of these monuments began at the beginning of the 20th
century, and Y.A. Pakhomov's work at that time was a turning point in this field. He considered
epigraphy to be not only an auxiliary historical discipline, but also one of the main sources of
history. This outstanding scientist's sphere of activity was not limited to numismatics; he made a
new contribution to the history of Azerbaijan. He studied the inscription on the Maiden Tower,
one of the most important epigraphic monuments in Azerbaijan and a symbol of Baku,
presenting his initial scientific findings in this area. In his article 'The Maiden Tower and its
Legend', he studied the Arabic inscription on the wall of the Maiden Tower and determined that
it dates back to 532 AH (1138-1139 AD).

In his 1929 article “Pahlavi inscriptions of Derbend”, he studied the Pahlavi inscription.

In 1936, the scholar published the articles “Towers, mausoleums and their inscriptions in
Barda” and “Azerbaijani medieval inscriptions and monuments” in the “Azorbaycan Filialinin
asarlari” collection (XXV, pp. 81-97), in which he provided translations and explanations of a
number of inscriptions.

The comparative study of epigraphic and numismatic sources was a key feature of
Y.Pakhomov's academic work. He compared the inscriptions on coins and architectural
inscriptions with similar titles and expressions to study the linguistic features of state ideology.
This method would later form the basis of the complex direction of epigraphic-numismatic
research in Azerbaijani historiography.

Yevgeni Aleksandrovich Pakhomov is one of the founders of Azerbaijani epigraphy. His
research has laid the foundation for the scientific study of epigraphy in the country. The scholar's
research shows that the historical analysis of epigraphic monuments in conjunction with
architectural and numismatic information provides a more detailed and accurate understanding of
the history of medieval Azerbaijan.

“Moon Earrings” in the Collection of the National Museum of History of Azerbaijan

The 'Moon Earrings' (XF 25, weight 12.91 g), which date back to the 3rd century, were
discovered in 1938 by the archaeologists Yevgeni Pakhomov and Fazil Osmanov in a pit grave
in the village of Galagah in the Ismayilli region of Azerbaijan. They are currently kept in the
Special Fund of the National Museum of History of Azerbaijan. The upper surface of these
elegant, richly decorated gold earrings is covered with a scattering of small grains. The sockets,
which vary in size and shape, are adorned with 19 Suleiman stones (ruby). The earrings' ends are
loops and their pendants consist of grape-like gavers.
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Earrings of a similar design to these were discovered in 2014 by archaeologist Bakhtiyar
Jalilov in the Kermadil necropolis of the Ismayilli region of Azerbaijan. Another pair (XF 362)
was found in 2017 by Professor Gafar Jabiyev, PhD, in a stone box grave in the village of
Demirchiler in the Shamakhi region. Similar earrings were widespread from Eurasia to the Black
Sea region and Finland as a result of ethno-cultural contact in the 3rd-5th centuries.

The existence of various versions of these artistically designed 'Moon Earrings' indicates
that polychrome jewellery was fashionable across the vast geographical area covered by the
Hunnic Khaganate during the Great Migration of Peoples for two hundred years.

Azorbaycan Respublikast orazisindo tapilmis XVI-XVII  asrlordo  Qarbi  Avropa
doviotlorindo zarb olunmus sikko dofinalorinin topoqrafiyasinin  miisyyanlasdirilmoasinda
gorkomli  numizmat, professor Y.A.Paxomovun 1926-1966-c1 illordo ¢ap olunmus
“Azarbaycanin vo Qafqazin digar respublikalari, 6lkalori va vilayatlorinin sikks dofinalori” silsila
toplulari, xiisusilo hamin noasrin VI va IX buraxilislari shamiyyatlidir.

Toplunun VI buraxilisinda 1949-1950-c1 illordo Balakon, Quba, Baki bdolgslorindon
askarlanmis 27 oadod giimiis talerlor haqqinda malumat verilib. Bunlarin sirasinda tizarinda tarix
gostarilmoyan, biri-birindon rosmlarlo va yazilarla forglonon, Gmumi tipina asason hersoq
Ferdinandin (1564-1595) ad1 ilo Tirol saharinds zaorb olunan, Karintiya hersoqu Karlin (1564 -

osason 1540-1590-cu iller arasinda, baglica olaraq XVI asrin 60-80-ci illorinds zorb olunub. Bu
tapintilardan erkoni Ferdinandin adindan 1540-c1 ildo zorb olunmus Avstriya vo hamin ildo
Meklenburqda Henri adindan kosilmis giimiis talerlordir. Sonuncular iss IT Rudolfun adindan
1590-c1 ildo zorb olunmus Moraviya giimiis taleri vo Zaltsburqda arxiyepiskop Volfrang

Y.A.Paxomovun arasdirmalarmdan molum olur ki, Qarbi Avropa talerlorinin Azarbaycana
intensiv axmi1 XVI asrin ikinci yarist vo XVII asrin avvallorine aiddir. Azarbaycana, osasan,
Avstriya, Tirol, Saksoniya, Meklenburq, Lubek, Burqundiya, Moraviya, Macaristan,
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Transilvaniya, Hollandiya talerlori gatirilirdi. Talerlor boyiik 6l¢iilii, agir ¢okili giimiis sikka olub
diametrlori, 3,8 - 4 sm, ¢okisi 28-30 q toskil edirdi. Professor Y.A.Paxomov XVI-XVII asrlorda
giimiis talerlorin Azorbaycana axinmi Qarbi Avropa tacirlori torofindon Oros vo Samaxida
istehsal olunan, elocs do Gilan vo bagqa yerlordon bura gatirilon ipayin kiilli migdarda alinmasi
ilo alagalondirir.

Coins of Western European states in the 16th-17th centuries
in the research of Y.A. Pakhomov

In addition to written sources, archaeological, numismatic and sphragistic materials are
important for determining the characteristics and development of internal and foreign trade in
medieval Azerbaijan. From this perspective, numismatic materials are an indispensable and
reliable source for studying trade relations between Azerbaijan and Western European countries
during the 16th-17th centuries.

In determining the provenance of coin hoards minted in Western European states in the
16M - 17" centuries and found in the territory of the Republic of Azerbaijan, the series of
collections by the eminent numismatist and professor Y.A.Pakhomov, Coin Hoards of
Azerbaijan and Other Republics, Countries and Regions of the Caucasus, published between
1926 and 1966, are particularly important, especially the sixth and ninth issues.

The sixth edition of the collection provides information on 27 silver thalers found in the
Balakan, Guba and Baku regions between 1949 and 1950. These include undated thalers that
differ from each other in their designs and inscriptions. They were minted in Tyrol in the name
of various rulers, including Duke Ferdinand (1564-1595), Duke Karl of Carinthia (1564-1590),
Emperor Rudolf of Moravia (1576-1612), King Bathory of Transylvania (1581-1597), Bishop
Johann Kuon-Belasi of Salzburg (1560-1586) and King Augustus of Saxony (1533-1586).
There are also thalers from the Netherlands (1602) and Ferdinand | de' Medici (1587-1609).
1601.

The 9th edition of the collection provides information on 14 silver coins from Western
European states from the 16th and 17th centuries that were found in Balakan and Shamkir. In
1957, Y.A. Pakhomov studied 12 silver bel coins found in the Shamkir region.

The thalers found in the Shamkir region and presented to Professor Pakhomov were mainly
minted between 1540 and 1590, primarily in the 1560s and 1580s.

The earliest of these finds are the silver thalers minted in Austria in 1540 in the name of
Ferdinand, and the silver thalers minted in Mecklenburg in the same year in the name of Henry.
The latest are the Moravian silver thaler minted in 1590 in the name of Rudolf I1, and two silver
thalers minted in Salzburg in the name of Archbishop Wolf Dietrich (1587-1612), the date of
which is not indicated.

Y. A. PakhomovV's research shows that the intensive flow of Western European thalers to
Azerbaijan dates back to the second half of the 16th century and the beginning of the 17/(th)
century. These coins were mainly imported from Austria, Tyrol, Saxony, Mecklenburg, Libeck,
Burgundy, Moravia, Hungary, Transylvania and the Netherlands. These large, heavy silver coins
had a diameter of 3.8-4 cm and weighed 28-30 g.

Professor Pakhomov suggests that the influx of silver thalers to Azerbaijan during the 16th
and 17th centuries was driven by the substantial silk purchases made by Western European
merchants in Arash and Shamakhi, as well as the import of silk from Gilan and other regions.

Azorbaycan Tarixi Muzeyi) Arxeologiya, Tarix vo Etnoqrafiya sobosinin torkibinda
Numizmatika fondu yaradilmis, Azorbaycan orazisinds agkar olunan sikko tapintilar1 bu fonda
yerlosdirilmis, geyds alinmis, say1 artirilaraq tadqiq va nasr olunmusdur.

Y.Paxomovdan sonra Azorbaycan numizmatikasina tohfo veron elm xadimlorimiz - Oli
Racabli, Mohommoad Seyfoddini, Sanubar Qasimova, Aygiin Mammoadova, Mayis Cofarov va
Qonira Pirquliyevanin asarlori bu elm sahasinin yasadilmasina, yeni naticalorlo zonginlosmasina
sabab olmusdur. Ganc nasil nimayandslari - Hasan Abdullayev vo Mustafa Sabanov iso mistaqil
aragdirmaci qisminds foaliyyat gdstarirlor.

Followers of the Yevgeni Pakhomov school in Azerbaijan

When discussing the formation and development of Azerbaijani numismatics as a science,
Yevgeni Pakhomov is the first person who comes to mind. In fact, it would be accurate to call
him the founder of Azerbaijani numismatics.

Thanks to his efforts, the Numismatic Fund was established within the Department of
Archaeology, History and Ethnography of the State Museum of the Azerbaijan SSR (now the
National Museum of History of Azerbaijan) in 1920. Coin finds discovered in Azerbaijan were
placed in this fund, where they were recorded, added to, studied and published.

Following Y.Pakhomov, the contributions of Azerbaijani numismatists such as Ali Rajabli,
Mahammad Seyfaddini, Sanubar Gasimova, Aygun Mammadova, Mayis Jafarov and Ganira
Pirguliyeva have led to a revival and enrichment of this scientific field. Representatives of the
younger generation, Hasan Abdullayev and Mustafa Shabanov, work as independent researchers.

The museums of our republic house unique and interesting coins collected by enthusiasts
of all ages.

Numismatics plays an irreplaceable role in studying our history and conveying it to future
generations. Alongside ancient sources that recount various historical periods, numismatic
materials effectively contribute to the study of the economic and military-political situations that
occurred during those periods. Important issues facing Azerbaijani numismatics include the
study of coinage as one of the most important attributes of our statehood; the coins minted in
various ancient Azerbaijani cities; the monetary system of that period; and the discovery of some

Azerbaijani mints that are still unknown to us in history.
